In addition to performing classical Indian music with some of India’s

finest tabla virtuosos (Swapan Chaudhuri, Zakir Hussain and Anindo

Chatterjee), Ken has been at the vanguard of numerous cultural

virtuoso Hossein Alizadeh and “Meeting Two Worlds of Modal Music”

with medieval singer, Dominique Vellard. '

As a lutenist Ken Zuckerman was a student of Thomas Binkley, Eugen

M. Dombois, Paul O’Dette, and Hopkinson Smith. He is known

especially as an expert in the field of improvisation in medieval music

and since 1980 he has taught this subject at the Schola Cantorum

Basiliensis.

In addition to his extensive performance schedule, Ken Zuckerman has directed the Ali Akbar College of
Music in Switzerland for 24 years and is also a professor at the Music Conservatory of Basel where he
conducts courses in both North Indian classical music and the music of the Middle Ages.

Ramdas P alsule, an accomplished tabla player, Ramdas’s art has been chiseled to perfection under

the rigorous training imparted to him by his Guru Tabla Maestro Taalyogi Pt. Suresh Talwalkar.

As a soloist as well as a versatile accompanist, he has performed widely in all the prominent music festivals
of India and across the world including Europe and the USA.

Besides performances, Ramdas imparts training to the younger generation of students of Tabla.

He is also appointed as a Guru in the Center for Performing Arts of the University of Pune.
